a) Public Participation Mrs.Tomlinson briefed the Council on her plans for the Manor Farm Community Project.  The aim of which was to provide a swimming pool, conference and other facilities at Manor Farm to be available for public hire and community use.  “Power to Change” Lottery Funding and planning permission is to be sought in due course. Councillors asked a number of questions of Mrs Tomlinson and Cllr Fuller asked to have a sight of the Lottery Funding Application.  Mr.Fletcher outlined the progress of the newly formed archery club which would be seeking financial support from the Council. The Clerk advised that this could only be considered once the club was formally constituted and possessed independent banking facilities

2. Declarations of Interest on matters on the agenda Cllr.Cowles as a neighbouring resident to Chequers Field
3. Minutes of the meeting held on June 10th. were confirmed and signed.

4. Report by the Clerk The developer had confirmed that the boundaries of the land to be handed over to the parish would be clearly defined before handover. The legal advisors had said that in the absence of any other definition the eastern boundary of the land was a joint responsibility with neighbouring landowners. He had consulted with the volunteer inspectors on the need for additional safety measures at the QE playground and this was not considered a priority and would be kept under review.

5. Planning No objection was made to a conservatory at Arrow Point Cottage (ref.20150867) or to brick pillars and gates at Burgate Hill House (ref. 20150930 retrospective)

6. Co-option Mr.Howard Pointer of “Beckfield”  Spixworth Road, Mr.Kevin Saggers of 47 Chapel Road and Mr.Adrian Fletcher of 21 Stratton Road had offered their services as members of the Council and were duly co-opted.

7. Chequers Field Two more e-mails had been received in support of Mrs.Fletcher and a letter of concern over the continued use by animals had been received from another resident together with other suggestions. Cllr.Fuller agreed to summarise the suggestions received from various bodies and individuals for consideration at a future meeting. Cllr.Cowles issued members with a proposed “heads of terms” which could form the basis of a future lease if the Council decided to offer one. The use of the Chequers Field would again be considered at the September meeting.
8. Tree Preservation Orders This item was deferred to the September meeting.

9. Millennium Park Following representations from Mrs.Watker, it was considered more appropriate for informal goal posts to be erected at the village hall field. This would be taken to the village hall committee by Cllr.Fuller and if considered appropriate they could apply to the Council for a grant to provide them. No further action on fencing at the millennium park would be necessary. The Council then considered additional play equipment at the neighbouring QE playground and proposals submitted by Mrs.Watker and Mrs.Fletcher, There were still outstanding questions regarding the height and safety surfacing to be resolved at a meeting with a representative from Sovereign Play Equipment. The Clerk asked that once these had been resolved, a formal quotation be sent to him in the name of the Parish Council to be on the agenda for September. Concerns were expressed at the state of trees at the playground and the Clerk would seek advice from a tree surgeon.
10. Correspondence The Clerk had received a note from the school governors regarding the payment for opening and closing the car park gates and he had agreed that the school should raise an invoice for each term. Frettenham PC had written to enquire whether Hainford would be interested in an open discussion with a youth worker on the appointment of a youth advocate. The Clerk was asked to reply that if they arranged such a meeting, the Council would try and send a representative. Norfolk County Council had written to inform the Council that £300,000 had been set a side for the Parish Partnership scheme to be continued in 2016/2017 and this should be in by Dec.15th. The Clerk was asked to get a quotation from NCC to provide an extension of the footpath on Waterloo Road round the Corner into Newton Road as far as the bus stop. This could then be considered at a future meeting.
11. Finance The statement provided by the Clerk showing a net balance carried forward of £23,711.22 was adopted. The invoice from Hainford PCC for grass cutting (£50.00) was passed for payment.
