Minutes of the meeting held in the Village Hall on November 18th. 2015

All present observed a minute’s silence in remembrance of those who lost their lives in recent terrorist attacks,
a) Public Participation Residents expressed their opposition to a proposed development on land adjacent to 32 Waterloo Road. Mrs.Fletcher informed the Council that the Hainford Community Partnership was to be wound up.

b) Police Report Three crimes had been recorded between 1-10-15 and 10-11-15 which were sexual activity with a child under 13, sending letters with intent to cause distress and common assault.

c) Full Council Meeting
1. Apologies were recorded from Cllr.S.Howes and Cllr.K.Saggers

2. Declaration of Interest were recorded from Cllrs.A.Cowles and A.Fletcher as residents adjacent to Chequers Field and from Cllr.S.Fuller as residing next to the site of planning application 20151816

3. Minutes of the October meeting were confirmed and signed

4. Reports The Clerk reported that the scheme for extending the footpath at the corner of Waterloo Road and Newton Street to the bus stop had been accepted for consideration under the Parish Partnership scheme and a decision would be made in January. The QE playground work had been completed satisfactorily and had been inspected and added to the Council’s insurance cover. The funding of the project had been £900 from Hainford Community Partnership, £2,000 from Broadland District Council and £5,320.24 from Hainford Parish Council. The Chairman thanked the Community Partnership, Broadland and the Parish Council for their generous funding and the Clerk for overseeing the project. Following a query from a school governor the Clerk had established that responsibility for the large conifer in the corner of the QE playground rested with Norfolk County Council.

There was no objection to an agricultural building at Acorn Farm (revised proposal)









20151430
There was no objection to a change of use of a strip of land at Honeysuckle Lodge from agricultural to residential to form a drive and gateway.

20151742
Nine bungalows on land adjacent to 32 Waterloo Road. The Council objected strongly to this proposal in that it was outside the development area and not in the parish plan. The proposed design was not in keeping with other properties in the area and the justification that the development would suit elderly residents seeking to down size was not considered credible. The proposed access would be on a dangerous stretch of Waterloo Road. Significant development in an area with few facilities and poor transport links should not be allowed.


20151816
Two semi-detached bungalows adjacent to 47 Waterloo Road (outline) The Council objected to this application as it was outside the development area and would create additional access on to a busy stretch of Waterloo Road.

The Council objected to the use of the Old Quarry  7 Buxton Road for recycling inert waste as this would cause an increase in large commercial vehicles using Waterloo Road and Old Church Road to access the A140.
6. QE Playground The Council agreed to accept a grant of £1,361.00 from the Lovewell Blake Fund towards a Rotanet Climber. The outcome of another grant application was awaited. The Council would review the situation in 2016.

7. Goal Posts at the Village Hall Field The original project had not come to fruition and the matter was now back with the village hall committee.

8. Chequers Field The Council’s advisory group had met in October and made the following recommendations.








Use of the field should not create a potential nuisance to residents or an ongoing maintenance burden for the parish council. Uses should not include organised sport, a play area or a car park which would attract additional vehicular traffic. The field should be left in a reasonably natural state with some of the existing saplings retained and the grass rough mown. The southern boundary on Old Church Road should be fenced or protected by an earth bund to stop vehicular access. Future consideration should be given to the type of fencing required on the western boundary adjacent to the Chequers PH. Access should be via the entrance off Stratton Road next to the pumping station and suitable arrangements should be made to discourage motorcycles whilst having an un-lockable barrier for the use of a mowing contractor. The hedge on the eastern boundary would need to be tidied up. There was no objection in principle to the leasing of approx. one acre at the northern end for a paddock for a horse and sheep but the tenant would have to bear any planning permission, insurance and fencing costs. It would be impractical to prohibit dogs from the field but the Council should stipulate that they be kept on a lead and a dog refuse bin(s) would be provided.





The Council accepted these recommendations and the Chairman and Clerk were delegated to have informal discussions with the developer and with the landlord of the Chequers on the various points in the plan and to report beck to the January meeting. The Clerk would also consult the planning officer with regard to the type of planning permission required.
9. Correspondence A letter had been received from the Village Games co-ordinator Carolyn Atherton detailing the activities and participants who had taken part together with Stratton Strawless and had won the title “Sporting Village of the Year”. The Council agreed to donate £20 to enable a framed photograph of the successful team to be displayed in the village hall.
10. Financial Statement The statement prepared by the Clerk showing a carried forward balance of £20,216.57 was accepted. Cheques signed were

11. County and District Council reports Cllr Roper spoke of the delay in starting the NDR due to a legal challenge and the continued consultations on the 2016/17 budgets with a small increase in precept being one option. Cllr.Carrick had nothing affecting Hainford to report from Broadland DC.
12. Airport Committee Cllr.Cowles had attended the recent meeting and filed the reports with the Clerk.

13. Clerk’s and Councillors’ Reports The Clerk issued members with the dates of meetings in 2016 which are Jan 13, Feb 10, Mar 9, Apr 6, May 11, Jun 8, Jul 13, Sep 14, Oct 12 and Nov 16.  Cllr.Cowles gave a summary of the points discussed at the annual meeting with Broadland DC attended by himself and Cllr.Fuller which mainly dealt with the use of Community Infrastructure Levy. The Clerk was asked to contact Highways Dept. with regard to visibility at the junction of Old Church Road and Buxton Road and the protruding kerb at the entrance to the woodland burial ground. The Chairman reminded parishioners that in the planning application for the woodland burial ground the applicant had stated that residents could walk their dogs there.
