1. Apologies were received from Cllr.H.Pointer and Cllr.K.Saggers
2. Declarations of Interest were recorded from A.Cowles as a resident adjacent to Chequers Field and A.Fletcher as his wife currently has animals grazing on the land. S.Fuller and A.Fletcher as members of the Village Hall Committee.

3. Minutes of the meeting on April 6th. were confirmed and signed.

4. Reports the Clerk said that following the recent spate of accidents on the junction of Old Norwich Road and Buxton Road NCC had cut back hedging on the southern side and would consider temporary “black spot” signs. The school secretary had left but after clarifying the insurance cover with the governors the new secretary had agreed to make a weekly play area inspection. The cheque from Hainford Community Partnership was expected shortly.
5. Planning 
20160782 Ground mounted solar panels at Pinewood Farm, Grange Road – no objection, provided the number installd and the location were as the application. 0160672 Feed silo at Acorn Farm, Newton Road (retrospective) – no objections. 20160671 Mobile home for residential use at Acorn Farm, Newton Road (retrospective). The Council objected strongly as this was of a “park home” design, situated close to a neighbour’s boundary, was outside the development area where plans for a permanent dwelling were likely to be refused and was in the Parish Council’s opinion contrary to development policies.
6. Accounts The internal auditor, Mr. Cooper, had found no faults with the Council’s accounts and the Council confirmed the annual Governance Statement and formally adopted the accounts.
7. Land Transfer The Clerk reported that he had spoken to the developer who had still to complete work on the boundaries, trees and grass on the land. This was, expected to be done shortly but was weather dependent. The terms of the s.106 agreement relating to the transfer of the land were re-iterated
8. Grazing Licence Mrs Fletcher had accepted the Council’s terms. The Clerk was asked to determine whether a holding registration no. would be required by the Parish Council
9. Correspondence Mrs.Fletcher had passed on the concerns of some parents about the numbers of children who should use the rota-net at any one time. The Clerk was asked to write to the school governors to ask if they could convey to parents the need for a common sense approach to this problem as any other measures would be impossible to police.

10. Finance The Clerk gave a statement of the finances which showed that the carried forward balance was £21,188.66 when all cheques had cleared.  The following cheques were signed:-
