              The Chairman asked for the minutes to record the Council’s congratulations to all who took part in the “Village Games” and for retaining their first place.
1. Apologies for Absence were noted from Cllr.K.Saggers and County Cllr.D.Roper

2. Declarations of Interest were recorded  from A.Cowles and A.Fletcher having properties adjoining Chequers Field and S.Fuller and A.Fletcher as Village Hall Committee members.

3. Minutes of the meeting on June 8th. were confirmed and signed.

4. Reports The Clerk had walked the path opposite the village hall and found the surface much improved and he had also walked the Church Lane path and found no evidence of horses using it. Sovereign would be replacing the small slide in the QE playground in the near future following complaints of “puddling” after rainfall.

6. Land Transfer The developer had marked out the boundary and an inspection party and the clerk had visited the site. They reported their findings to the Council. It was agreed that once the land transfer had been completed the boundary should be marked by a series of bollards as a more permanent indication of the extent of the parish land. The children’s slide would be on parish land but it should be allowed to remain provided that Enterprise Inns could provide evidence of public liability insurance and confirm that they would be responsible for inspections and maintenance. The Clerk had spoken to the developer about two areas of rubbish that needed to be cleared. It was agreed that the “kneeler rail” formerly proposed for the Old Church Road boundary was impractical and this would not be installed. Any further fencing decisions would be made if the situation demanded it. The developer had informed the Clerk that he would be having further discussions with Enterprise Inns who had various access issues and it was agreed that no transfer could take place until these were resolved as they may impact upon the s.106 agreement.
7. Parochial Church Council A request for an increase to £60/cut for the grant given for burial ground maintenance was accepted. The Council would review this again when setting the 2017/18 precept.

8. Correspondence Mrs.Fletcher had highlighted highway issues from Waterloo Road to the School which would be referred to NCC. A request for a “no cold calling zone” did not find support as NCC had already turned this down on an earlier occasion.

9. Finance The statement prepared by the Clerk showed a balance carried forward of £19,909.09. A cheque to the PCC for £50 for grass cutting was signed.

10. District Council Cllr.Carrick reported that, following discussions between Disitict Councils a trial in an area yet to be decided would be held for a less frequent bin collection

12. Clerk’s and Councillor’s Reports The Chairman, A.Cowles, indicated that his property was in the process of being sold and he would be leaving the area. He would submit his resignation once the legal formalities had been concluded. It was agreed that S.Fuller should be added to the bank mandate.
