A letter from Mrs.Fletcher concerning grazing, fencing etc. was noted and would be reviewed when transfer was agreed.
7. Council Vacancy No applications had been received and the Clerk would continue to advertise for a resident to offer themselves for co-option.

8. Airport Committee Linda Rogers gave a brief account of the recent meeting and was formally adopted as the Council’s representative. The Clerk would publish the complaints contact detail which is customer.services@norwichinternational.com
9. Chapel Road Phone Box This had not had any use for over a year and the Council raised no objection to it’s removal.
