1. Apologies were noted from Cllr.S.Howes and Cllr.A.Fletcher
2. Declarations of Interest were recorded from Cllrs. Fuller and Saggers as members of the Village Hall Committee.

3. Minutes of the meeting held on November 16th. were confirmed and signed.

4. Planning 20170017

No objection was raised to an application for a single storey rear extension at 54 Waterloo Road.

5. Chequers Field The Council had received advice from their solicitor and after discussing the draft, agreed that he should write to the freeholder and landlord of the Chequers PH to seek clarification of various issues.

6. Council Vacancy No elector had offered themselves for co-option and the Clerk would continue to advertise the vacancy.

7. Precept The Clerk gave a report on anticipated expenditure and after some discussion it was resolved to increase the precept by 1% to £12,232. In effect, due to the increase in the number of dwellings, this would actually be a very small reduction for each household. It was agreed that the grant towards churchyard mowing should be paid in a lump sum.
8. Replacement Mower following a report by the Clerk he was authorised to replace the existing parish lawn mower with another to the value of up to £200 (inc.VAT)

9. Speed Monitor A suggestion by Stratton Strawless Parish Council that Hainford should contribute, with Hevingham and Stratton to purchase a SAM2 moveable speed monitor did not find support.

10. Grants Following receipt of letters asking for support the Council agreed to make a grant of £50 each to Norfolk Age UK and Norfolk Accident Rescue Service.
