a) Public Participation  Mrs,Asker gave information on the village pond to assist the Council in their decisions on future maintenance.
b) Police Report  The website indicated that five crimes had been reported in November.

c) NCC Report Cllr.Roper said that following budget discussions the NCC share of Council tax was likely to rise by 5.99%.

d) BDC Report Cllr.Carrick said that BDC Council tax rise would be quite small and that there were ongoing discussions on closer collaboration with South Norfolk District Council with the likelihood of combining some administrative posts.

e) Full Council Meeting
1. Apologies were noted from Stephen Howes and Adrian Fletcher

2. Declarations of Interest were recorded from Sue Fuller and Kevin Saggers (Village Hall Committee) and from Alex Hackett (owning land ref. GNLP0512 submitted to the Greater Norwich Local Plan)
3. Minutes of the meeting on November 15th. 2017 were confirmed and signed.

4. Reports The Clerk reported that he had no response from residents to the suggestion for a speed limit revision on the A140. There had been repeated flooding on Chapel Road which had been referred to NCC for action.

5. Planning No applications received.

6. Precept The members were briefed on the financial commitments of the Council and likely year end reserves and resolved to make no change in the precept which would remain at £12,232.

7. Village Pond This issue was deferred until February for further consideration.

8. Highways The Council accepted a quotation of approx.£1,100 to provide a dropped kerb at the southern end of the new stretch of pavement on Newton Road next to the bus stop. Recent accidents at the Old Church Road/Buxton Road junction had been referred to the NCC safety team to consider additional signage. The Clerk was asked to write and ask for the white lines at that junction to be re-painted.
9. Chequers Field No further developments. The Clerk would press for a site meeting to progress matters.

10. Village Green Stephen Howes had agreed to pressure wash the seat and the Clerk would arrange to have the sign cleaned and re-varnished in the spring. Members felt that any planting would not be practical due to the restrictions placed by NCC on planting adjacent to the highway. Kevin Saggers would liaise with Mr.Liston on treatment to the grass with a maximum budget of £100 refundable on the production of receipts for materials.

11. Correspondence Mrs.Fletcher had written about fireworks causing distress to livestock. Members felt that both those using fireworks and livestock owners had responsibilities in this area. Norfolk Accident Rescue Service had written asking for financial support and it was agreed to make a donation of £50. The Greater Norwich Local Plan was now available for public consultation (details on website www.gnlp.org.uk) and it was agreed that Linda Rogers and Stephen Howes would collate views from members without a declared interest once they had been able to examine the proposals and that these would be brought to the next meeting to finalise the Parish Council’s observations.

12. Finance The Clerk reported on the financial situation which showed balances carried forward (excluding Chequers Field a/c) of £29,770.14. Cheques signed were
