a) Public Participation A large number of residents were in attendance and voiced strong opinions on the proposals in the Greater Norwich Local Plan consultation document to change the designation of Hainford from “other” to a “Service Village”. Various concerns were highlighted including lack of facilities and infrastructure, inadequate sewerage disposal, narrow roads, dependence on heating oil and poor public transport. The Council confirmed that when they were in session they would be formally resolving to oppose this move and also commenting in detail against each of the sites which had been put forward for potential development. Cllr.Roper (NCC) and Cllr.Carrick (BDC) both were  questioned by residents concerning the proposed sites and the proposed change in Hainford’s status to that of “Service Village”.The Parish Council made it clear that they expected the support of both Councillors in opposing this proposed change and both confirmed that when the draft document came to the Council for discussion they would both oppose the change in designation to “service village”. The Clerk agreed to publish the Council’s formal response to the GNLP on the Parish Website on the “minutes” page. http://haynfordpc.norfolkparishes.gov.uk/ Residents were also reminded that they should make their own observations on the plan which could be viewed on www.gnlp.org.uk and they could do this on line or by e-mail to gnlp@norfolk.gov.uk or by post to Greater Norwich Local Plan Team,  County Hall,  Martineau Lane,  Norwich,  NR1 2DH. The closing date is March 22nd.

b) Police Report Four crimes had been recorded in January

c) NCC Report Cllr.Roper said that speed limit discussions for the A140 were ongoing. DIY waste disposal at recycling sites would be chargeable from April 1st.

e) Full Council
1. Apologies were recorded from Stephen Howes and Alex Hackett.

2. Declarations of Interest were recorded from Kevin Saggers and Sue Fuller as Village Hall committee members and from Adrian Fletcher on agenda item 8.

3. Minutes of the February meeting were confirmed and signed.

4. Planning None

5. Reports the Clerk confirmed that he had held a site meeting at the pond with the tree surgeon and the neighbouring resident and agreed the work programme for tree removal. He had given instruction to a local contractor to re-varnish the village sign. There was nothing further to report on Chequers Field at this stage.

6. Service Village Members confirmed their strong opposition to the proposed change in designation on the grounds of lack of facilities and poor infrastructure that did not meet the criteria set for this category. A detailed response would be sent by the Clerk to the GNLP team and published on the parish website.
7. Greater Norwich Plan The Council resolved that all proposed sites should be opposed and that the detailed response would be sent by the Clerk to the GNLP team and published on the parish website.

8. Grazing Licence It was agreed that Mrs.Fletcher be offered a licence for a further year from July 2018.
9. Correspondence None

10. Finance A cheque was signed for the Clerk’s salary and expenses (4th.quarter) including PAYE £996.15. Balance carried forward excluding Chequers Field £28,835.53.

11. Clerk’s and Councillors’ Reports The Clerk reported that it appeared likely that the partnership funding for speed sign and other signs would be made available and he would make this an agenda item for April. He was asked to chase the re-painting of white lines at the Old Church Road/Buxton Road junction. Members agreed to form an advisory working group (Cllrs. Rogers, Howes, Fuller, Saggers and Fletcher) to consider future strategy on development proposals in the village.
