3. Minutes of the April meeting were confirmed and signed.

4. Reports none
5. Planning No objections were made to extensions at Pondyke, Grange Road or to the conversion of stables andd cart shed to holiday accommodation at Grange Farm. The Council objected to a Two bedroom bungalow at 41 Cromer Road as it was outside the village development plan.

7. Chequers Field The Clerk reported that he had asked Vortex to cut the field and he has contacted Enterprise Inns to urge a speedy resolution to the land transfer. Sealed bids were opened and Simons Landscaping Ltd. would be given the order to fence the Old Norwich Road boundary. The Clerk would liaise with them or a tree surgeon to clear scrub in the eastern corner.
8. SAM2 Speed Sign After some discussion six potential sites were identified in Newton Road and Hall Road and the Clerk would now discuss them with the Highways dept. of NCC to reach agreement. A quotation from EC Property maintenance for battery charging and replacement and sign relocation was accepted.

9. General Data Protection Regulations A draft policy prepared by the Clerk was adopted.

10. Flooding in Chapel Road The Highways dept. said that they would be looking at the possibility of a longer term solution to the problem. Alex Hackett asked if they could examine records as he believed there was a drainage pipe to the south of Chapel Road leading to ditches to the east of his property.

11. Insurance The Council resolved to renew with Came & Co. for a premium of £362.55

12. Grazing Land A request from the licensee of the land at Chequers Field to accommodate an additional horse was rejected after consulting DEFRA advice on land areas and the licence would remain for one horse and two sheep.

13. Correspondence A letter had been received from a resident with reference to serious recent flooding in Dumbs Lane. This would be forwarded to NCC Highways dept. for comment and resolution.
