a) Public Participation None

b) Police Report The latest figures showed no crimes recorded in April

c) NCC Report Cllr.Roper commented on the recent change in leadership and felt that there could be a change in emphasis on some of the NCC policies. DIY waste charges could possibly be reviewed.

d) Broadland DC Report Cllr.Carrick had tendered his apologies

e) Full Council meeting
1. Apologies were recorded from Howard Pointer

2. Declarations of Interest were recorded from Sue Fuller and Kevin Saggers as village hall committee members

3. Minutes of the meeting on May 9th. were confirmed and signed.

4. Reports The Clerk reported that he had arranged for Chequers Field to be mowed during the following week and then monthly for the remainder of the growing season. Following agreement reached at a previous meeting, the Clerk had prepared a grazing licence for part of Chequers Field and this was signed by the Chairman.

5. Planning No objections were made to an extension at 10 Wells Close or to the erection of a dwelling at Hoots Hollow, Dumbs Lane. The Council were totally opposed to an application to erect four bungalows on land adjacent to 32 Waterloo Road for the same reasons as for previous applications in that it was outside the village development plan without any material evidence that this should be waived and this was unsustainable development in a village with few amenities. The Council supported the previous objections by Broadland DC and the ruling of the planning inspector on the subsequent appeal.
6. Chequers Field The Land Registry documents for the land exchange with Unique Pub Properties Ltd. had been received and after checking the attached plans they were signed by the Chairman and Vice-Chairman. The Clerk reported that he was still waiting for the exact location of the boundary on Old Church Road to be determined by NCC but once this had been received he was authorised to instruct the nominated fencing contractor and to order additional fencing between that boundary and the Chequers car park.

7. SAM2 Speed Sign The Highways dept. had agreed various locations on Hall Road and Newton Road. This would involve one extra post. The Clerk would now formalise these arrangements with the necessary documentation so that the Parish Partnership grant could be obtained and the sign ordered.

9. Finance The Clerk had prepared a statement showing balances carried forward of £32,639.52 excluding the Chequers Field account. A cheque was signed for the Clerk’s salary and expenses for the first quarter (including PAYE) - £1.014.85.

10. Clerk’s and Councillors’ Reports The Clerk was asked to publish the complaints procedure for low flying helicopters in the News Letter. Concern was expressed that the Churchyard had yet to be mowed and the Clerk would make enquiries.
