1. Apologies  were recorded from Alex Hackett

2. Declarations of Interest  were recorded from Kevin Saggers and Sue Fuller as Village Hall committee members.

3. Minutes of the meeting on March 13th. were confirmed and signed

4. Reports The Clerk reported that the grazing licence remained unchanged

5. Planning No objections were made to amended plans for 28 Waterloo Road

6. Defibrillator The village hall committee had agreed to have the unit mounted on the outside of the hall at the NE corner and that they would arrange for the installation. The Clerk would order the unit and register it with The East of England Ambulance Service once installed.

7. Trees on Newton Street Linda Rogers reported on arrangements being made for herself and another member to ride the Sanders Coach to ascertain where the main problem areas were.

8. Playground Inspection The annual inspection report had been circulated to members. The various minor problems had been assessed at low or very low risk and members agreed that no further action would be needed at the moment.

11. Clerk’s and Councillors’ Reports the Clerk gave members a copy of the draft accounts for 2018/19 and said he was preparing the paperwork for internal audit. Following a suggestion at an earlier meeting that a dog bin be located adjacent to Chequers Field the Clerk was asked to arrange this. Dogs off the lead were a problem on farmland adjacent to the Buxton Road to Old Norwich Road path and the Clerk was asked to install appropriate notices. Large stones installed on the verge on Newton Road would be reported to Highways dept. Linda Rogers reported on the recent airport committee meeting and confirmed that the new drone exclusion zone of 5km from the airport boundary now extended to Hainford. Information can be found at www.dronesafe.uk. Helicopter traffic continues to reduce but passenger flights were up by 3.2% to 539k during the past year. Passenger facilities were being improved at the terminal.
