a) Public participation None
b) Police Report There had been two recorded incidents in August
c) NCC Report Cllr.Roper said that the budget consultation was in progress but it looked likely that in addition to major cuts, there would be an increase in the NCC share of Council tax of approximately 4%. A review into Council ward boundaries was taking place and members agreed to put this on the November agenda. He said he would make efforts to see that issue of flooding in Chapel Road was dealt with by the Highways dept.
d) Broadland DC Report Cllr.Neesam said that the draft of the Greater Norwich Local Development Plan had now been delayed until January.
e) Full Council
1. Apologies for absence None
2. Declarations of interest were noted from Kevin Saggers and Sue Fuller as Village Hall committee members
3. Minutes of the meeting on September 11th. were confirmed and signed.
4. Reports The Clerk reported that arrangements had been made for the wreath laying at the remembrance service, repairs had been carried out as planned at the QE playground, hedges had been cut back around the Dumbs Lane “bends” signs and Highways dept. had said they would add “pedestrians in the road” signs. The Clerk had erected two dog fouling signs on the path alongside Newton Road to the school. No replies had been received from residents offering themselves forco-option to the Parish Council.
5. Planning The Council objected to an outline application for a dwelling at “Greenacre” Grange Road on the grounds that it was outside the current Local Development Plan.
6. Chequers Field It was agreed that the Clerk should make arrangements for the Stratton Road hedge to be reduced in height, that the field would be cut three times a year with arisings raked off to promote wild flowers and that the tree surgery to be undertaken in November would be sympathetic to the privacy of neighbouring properties. The Clerk said he would post the usual notices regarding the care to be taken in using fireworks where animals were nearby.
7. Mineral Extraction The draft Mineral Extraction Plan from NCC had been examined and members were extremely concerned at the impact a proposed site at Spixworth would have on Hainford with a significant increase in lorry movements on Old Church Road and Waterloo Road to access the A140. Members were insistent that an alternative route through the applicants land to join the NDR at the Empire Way roundabout should be used.
