a) Public Participation A resident of Dumbs Lane spoke on field gateway alterations which she felt were a contributing factor to the recent severe flooding. It was agreed that this information would be passed to NCC Highways dept.
b) Police Report There had been four incidents recorded in January. Access to this information could be found on the national website www.police.uk
c) NCC Report Cllr.Roper confirmed the 3.99% rise in Council tax mainly due to the need for more funding for adult social care. The new recycling centre at Horsham St.Faith was on schedule for Sep./Oct. 2021.  The Western link programme had encountered some procedural delays.
d) BDC Report The Broadland share of Council tax would increase by 3.5%.
e) Full Council Meeting 
1. Apologies for absence Cllr.J.Neesam (BDC)
2. Declarations of Interest Kevin Saggers and Sue Fuller as Village Hall committee members.
3. Minutes of the meeting on February 10th. were confirmed.
4. Reports The Clerk had received replies from all agricultural landowners adjacent to Dumbs Lane stating that everything was in order and that the flooding was an NCC issue. NCC Highways had surveyed the lane and put in hand works for the spring to clear ditches and grups to alleviate future problems. The Clerk confirmed that all mandate change forms had been completed and sent to Barclays.
5. Planning 
20202016 Solar Farm off Spixworth Road. The Council had already made a detailed submission but it was agreed that in the light of further information becoming available and a letter from the planning officer, the Clerk would receive further comments from members and in conjunction with the Chairman would formulate an additional submission.







20210287  Land adj. 35 Waterloo Road Semi-detached cottages. The Council opposed this application as it is outside the current Local Development Plan boundary, it would be served by a narrow unmade and un-adopted lane and the visibility at the junction with Waterloo Road was severely compromised. There was also a history of surface water drainage issues in the area.





2021037 Land at Newton Road for one dwelling and garage. This was also opposed for being outside the LDP boundary and also on a site with surface water drainage issues.
6. Bus Stops – Buxton Road  NCC Highways had given an indicative cost of £5,000 (including legal fees) for two stops at the junction of Grange Road and Buxton Road. After some discussion the Council agreed to proceed with this project.
7. Bus Shelter – Newton Road Sealed bids were opened by the Clerk and the successful bidder was Westcotec of Dereham with £3,180. Members asked to see details of the shelter and the order would be confirmed after the next meeting. In the mean time the Clerk would obtain the necessary permission from NCC Highways.
8. Greater Norwich Local Plan The regulation 19 consultation related to the soundness and legality of the draft plan. Members were concerned at the proposal to “cluster” Hainford with Stratton Strawless with the school as one of the perceived links. Stratton Strawless has it’s own church and village hall and only two pupils attend Hainford School to which there is no safe pedestrian route. The Council’s objection to the clustering proposal as being “unsound” would be forwarded to the GNLP committee.
9. Correspondence A letter from Norfolk Accident Rescue Service asking for a donation found support and £50 was agreed.

The  Clerk reported balances carried forward (exluding Chequers Field a/c) were £29,732.51
11. Clerk’s and Councillor’s Reports Kevin Saggers said that the V.Hall were looking at a scheme for outdoor gym equipment. It was agreed that the Council would need to see a fully costed proposal before considering any financial contribution. Anglian Water were to investigate several sewerage issues in the village once the weather improved and the water table dropped. The Clerk would ask NCC Highways to install bollards at the unofficial layby adjacent to the Cromer Road/Waterloo Road junction where parked vehicles obstructed the view of motorists exiting Waterloo Road. He would also enquire whether gravel lorries from Spixworth quarry should be given another designated route whilst Waterloo Road was closed for sewerage works. A resident enquiring about allotments had been informed that there were none in Hainford and had been placed on the waiting list at St.Faiths. The QE playground remains closed and the situation would be reviewed at the April meeting after consultation to gauge the opinion of the school whose representations contributed to the decision to close it.
