a) Police Report There had been no crimes recorded during February
b) Full Council Meeting
1. Apologies Cllr.Needham (BDC)
2. Declarations of Interest Kevin Saggers as a member of the V.Hall committee
3. Minutes of the March meeting were confirmed for signature.
4. Reports The Clerk reported that the mandate change at Barclays had required additional paperwork to be completed (mandate change confirmed on the day after the meeting). The request for bus stops on Buxton Road was “in the system” with Norfolk County Council and the Parish Council await further information. 
5. Planning No applications to consider
6. Bus Shelter The Clerk had applied for the Street Furniture Licence from NCC and was hopeful that this would be approved shortly. It was decided that the shelter should have a perch seat and that the order could be placed with Westcotec with the proviso that a licence would be granted.
7. QE Playground Following representations from the school it was agreed that this should remain closed until further relaxation of COVID regulations. This situation would be kept under review. The annual inspection report had been received and overall it was rated at low risk. It was agreed that the Clerk should seek costs of correction of minor defects.
8. Surveys Following reports that land adjacent to Old Church Road and Newton Road had been surveyed on behalf of a developer, the Clerk reported that he had contacted the deputy head of planning at Broadland DC who confirmed that there had been no pre-application discussions with the planning authority and this was not in the GNLP. The Parish Council agreed that it would remain vigilant and investigate any further reports that suggested possible additional development.
