a) Public Participation None
b) Police Report No crimes had been reported during April
c) NCC Report Cllr.Roper reported that the proposed extension to Spixworth quarry opening had changed and work was likely to cease by the end of October ’21. The Western Link plan had been adopted and would now be submitted for planning consent and funding.
d) BDC Report The Solar Farm application looked likely to be considered by BDC planning committee in July. The Clerk would receive official notification in due course. BDC and SNDC now had a common ‘phone line and greater joint working. Consideration was being given to a combined site possibly at County Hall. Cllr.Neesam confirmed that she would be donating her £500 members grant allowance to the village hall outdoor gym project.
e) Full Council
1. Apologies for Absence were received from Linda Rogers
2. Declarations of Interest were recorded from Kevin Saggers as a village hall committee member.
3. Minutes The minutes of the meeting on May 5th. were confirmed and signed.
4. Reports The Clerk reported that the new bus shelter should be erected in the next few days, the no parking signs for the green had been ordered and the contractor asked to quote for minor repairs at the playground had withdrawn and he would now seek another alternative. He stressed that the annual inspection considered the overall rating as “low risk”. The decision on whether to open on June 21st. was delegated to the Clerk who was asked to confer with the school authorities on whether or not any delay from the government should be taken into account. The playground would definitely be open by the start of school holidays. The Clerk reported that the proposal for bus stops on Buxton Road near the junction with Grange Road had passed various highway dept. criteria but he was asked to obtain more detailed costing and a plan from the Highway dept. before a final decision was made.

 Two dwellings adjacent to 14 Chapel Road
The Council objected to this proposal as, following the outline approval already given, the layout now showed two separate entrance drives on a bend in Chapel Road which they felt was unacceptable due to the potential hazard.

 Hainford Place
The Council had no objections and were very complimentary on the proposed renovations





20210818
“Casa Mia” Frettenham Road – replacement dwelling and detached ancillary garage.

The Council objected to this proposal. Not for the dwelling itself but for the ancillary garage. With the potential to convert to business use or a separate dwelling the Council shared the concern of the Highway Authority. Members felt that this building should be deleted and be the subject of a separate application.
6. Footway A resident had written asking for consideration for a footway from Chapel Road to the school. Members felt that with very narrow verges and ditches on Newton Road this was impractical (a point also made by the Greater Norwich Local Plan committee when considering development in Hainford) but as this was a matter for Norfolk County Council the request would be forwarded to them for consideration. The Clerk was asked to obtain a price for flashing 20mph signs to operate at school opening and closing times which could be considered for funding under the NCC Parish Partnership Plan.
7. Speeding A resident had complained about speeding on Waterloo Road and asking for speed control measures. These would be the responsibility of the highway authority (NCC) and this would e referred to them. The Council noted that the police speed camera patrols had been active on Waterloo Road recently. The Clerk would ask again if the Council’s portable speed monitoring sign could have an approved location on Waterloo Road.
8. Tree Preservation Orders Following reports from BDC and CPRE no further action was considered necessary at this time.
