a) Public Participation Residents expressed opposition to the change of use of land on Old Church Road to a woodland lodge leisure site, giving detailed reasons to support their opposition and asked the Council to take these into consideration.
b) Police Report The website indicated that seven offences had been recorded during May.
c) NCC Report Cllr.Roper said that consideration of the application on extended working at Spixworth quarry had been deferred as Tarmac had indicated that they would be submitting an amended proposal.
d) BDC Report The planning committee which would have considered the Solar Farm application had been cancelled due to IT issues and no date had yet been set for this hearing. Cllr.Neesam said that the planning department was under extreme pressure due to staff shortages and the surge in applications for home improvements. She would be “calling in” the application for the woodland leisure site to be heard by the full planning committee at BDC.
e) Full Council
1. Apologies None
2. Declarations of interest were recorded from Kevin Saggers as a member of the Village Hall committee.
3. Minutes of the meeting on June 9th. were confirmed and signed.
4. Reports The Clerk reported that the playground had been cut but not by the appointed contractor who had a wasted journey. (Subsequently established to have been done by Norse when working at the school)
5. Planning No objections were made to applications 20210946 24 Waterloo Road, 20211041  Grove Farm, 20211048/1236 Hainford Place and FUL/2021/0032 Hainford School. The Council raised very strong objections to 20210917, the proposal for change of use of land on Old Church Road to a woodland lodge leisure site on the grounds that it is outside the Local Development Plan area, poorly drained and subject to flooding due to high water table, poor visibility when exiting onto a busy road, no footpath into the village, no easy access to mains water and sewerage systems, severe disturbance impact on neighbouring residential properties and the fact that exit from the site would cross another small piece of land not owned by the applicant and would finally join Old Church Road by using part of the driveway serving Grebe Farm and Grebe Farm Cottage who had not been consulted by the applicant.
6. Highways The Highway engineer had given a breakdown of the costings for the proposed two bus stops on Buxton Road at the Grange Road junction. After some discussion it was agreed to proceed. This would be funded by £1500 NCC members grant allocated by Cllr.Roper and c.£4,200 from Parish Council accrued funds. It was agreed that the suggestion for 20mph flashing school signs on Newton Road costing between £10 and £12k would be worked up into a full scheme with the Highways dept. and submitted to NCC for 50/50 funding in the Parish Partnership Scheme. Highways had looked at a suggestion for a footway from Chapel Road to the school and had advised that a standard width path was not practical due to narrow verges and deep ditches. Permission had been obtained to locate the SAM2 speed signs in Waterloo Road as part of the regular movements.
7. Correspondence An e-mail had been received from NCC stating that they would no longer maintain the notice board at the Chequers car park indicating local walks. The Clerk was asked to look at possible integration of this information on the PC notice board.
8. Finance The Clerk had circulated a report to members. A cheque was signed for:

9. Clerk’s and Councillors’ Reports Members were asked to keep an eye on fly-posting at the bus shelter and overnight parking at the Millennium car park. The Clerk was asked to chase Anglian Water on their proposals for drainage and to chase Highways for signs and drainage work for Dumbs Lane. Concern was expressed at the overgrown state of sections of the Hall Lane/Buxton Road footpath. The Clerk was asked to contact the farmer for assistance.
