a) Public Participation None
b) Police Report One crime had been reported during August
c) NCC Report The budget was yet to be published for consultation. Consideration was being given to a scheme for local councils to have subsidised installation costs for electric car charging points.
d) BDC Report The waste contract would continue with Veolia. The results of the potential location for co-working with SNDC would be published in December. The level of customer service post-pandemic was the subject of an investigation.
e) Full Council
1. Apologies  were recorded from Cllrs.Saggers and Bown
2. Declarations of Interest None
3. Minutes of the meeting on September 8th. were confirmed and signed.
4. Reports The Clerk reported that NCC had agreed to install two additional posts for the SAM sign on Waterloo Road and Old Church Road. No date had been given for the bus stop installation on Buxton Road and this would be chased. Additional drainage work had been carried out in Dumbs Lane. The cost of two solar powered 20mph school signs would be £7,054+VAT and it was agreed that the Clerk should submit this to NCC as a project for the Parish Partnership scheme.

6. Village News Magazine A letter from the treasurer had been received asking for financial support in the form of a grant of £1,000. The Clerk was asked to obtain more details regarding costs, circulation, income from subscribers and advertisers etc. and report back to the next meeting when it would be discussed.
7. Remembrance Sunday (Nov.14th.) The Clerk confirmed that he had purchased the wreath and it was agreed that Cllr.Saggers would lay the wreath on behalf of the Parish Council. It was agreed that the Council would donate £40.00 to the RBL Poppy Appeal.
8. Correspondence Following a request from a parishioner, the Council would once again publish the danger of fireworks near animals. Concern had been expressed by a resident about the level of bus services in Hainford and the accuracy of timetables. This would be referred to Sander Coaches for comment.
