a) Public Participation The applicants for the planning application under item 5 spoke with details of the use of the proposed building.
b) Police Report The website indicated two incidents had been recorded in December.
c) NCC Report Cllr.Roper had submitted a written report indicating that devolution was likely to be back on the agenda. Additional deer signs would be installed on the A140. 
d) BDC Report Cllr.Neesam confirmed that there would be no increase in the Broadland share of the Council Tax. Other matters under consideration were an improved strategy for dealing with homelessness and a more integrated approach to social care.

1. Apologies Cllr.Roper (NCC)
2. Declarations of Interest were recorded from Kevin Saggers as a village hall committee member and Stephen Howes as knowing the planning applicant.
3. Minutes of the meeting on January 12th. were confirmed and signed.
4. Reports Stephen Howes had installed the “no parking” signs at the village green. The Clerk had held a site meeting with the new Highway engineer and his design assistant who confirmed that the bus stop project would now be urgently progressed. Tree surgery had been completed at the village pond. The Council vacancy had been advertised with no response to date. Stephen Howes had been confirmed as a signatory to the Council accounts.
5. Planning 20220024 Cattle Shed at Pear Farm. The Council supported this application with the following comments. The drainage proposed showed insufficient detail, any loss of amenity to neighbouring properties must be carefully considered and there was a lack of clear dimensions on the drawings submitted.
6. Platinum Jubilee The Clerk was asked to investigate the cost of a circular seat which could potentially be installed around the tree on the green.
7. Correspondence following letters asking for financial assistance, members resolved to give CPRE £200 towards legal costs at the examination of the Greater Norwich Local Plan and Fresh Start New Beginnings who offer therapy to abused children a grant of £100.
