c) NCC Report Cllr.Roper said that the draft Minerals Plan should be published by June. The minor exposure to Russian investment by the County Council Pension Fund (less than 0.25%) would have negligible effect and would cost more to dispose of than to keep worthless stocks. The costs of the Western Link were being looked at including a minor amendment to avoid bat colonies.

Members would look at  the idea of installing one on the Village Hall field and then consult with the Village Hall committee.

A140 Speed Limit Following discussions with Cllr.Roper and Mrs.Legget, it emerged that in 2022/23 parish councils would be invited to bid for funding for road safety projects such as speed limit revisions and it was agreed that the Parish Council should liaise with Stratton Strawless for a joint bid.
