b) Police Report Four incidents had been recorded in February
c) NCC Report submitted by Cllr.Roper stated that NCC was going through a difficult period on several fronts including budget deficits, free school meal vouchers and the Western Link.
d) Broadland DC Report Cllr.Neesam stated that arrangements were in hand to refund £150 via the Council tax and anyone who fell outside the scope of the scheme could apply for assistance via the BDC help hub. She had at her disposal a member’s grant fund of £500 to which community groups could apply for assistance.
