a) Public Participation A member of the Coronation Committee who are organising the fete on May 8th. gave a briefing to the Council on progress do far.
b) Police Report Four incidents had been recorded in December
c) NCC Report Cllr.Roper had submitted a written report in which he stated his opposition to the proposed closure of the Mayton Wood recycling centre. Members agreed that the Parish Council should formally record it’s objection. Cllr.Roper also stated that the NCC portion of the Council tax was likely to be confirmed as a 4.99% increase.
d) Broadland Report Cllr.Neesam confirmed that there would be no increase in the Broadland DC tax.

2. Declarations of Interest were recorded from Kevin Saggers as a Village Hall committee member.
3. Minutes of the meeting on January 11th. were confirmed and signed.
4. Reports The Clerk reported that the nameplates had been fixed to the village sign, the Jubilee commemoration seat had been installed on the playing field (with thanks to Stephen Howes) and trees around the Chapel Road bus stop had been trimmed.
5. Planning 20230047 The Council had no objection to the application for a garden room and terrace at Grange Lodge.
6. Code of Conduct  The Council adopted the revised LGA model Code of Conduct
7. Playground The seesaw had been cordoned off due to the detection of rot in the main beam. The Clerk was asked to arrange for Sovereign Play to inspect and quote for remedial work.
8. Coronation Neither the Village Hall or the Coronation committee had progressed the idea of commemorative mugs for local children and the Clerk agreed to obtain a quotation to be considered at the next meeting.
9. War Memorial A resident had asked that the Council arrange for this to be cleaned by a specialist  contractor and  the Clerk had received an indicative quotation from a local stonemason. He was asked to obtain other quotes and report to the March meeting for the matter to be given further consideration
