2. Declarations of Interest were recorded from Kevin Saggers as a Village Hall committee member.
3. Minutes of the meeting on February 8th. were confirmed and signed.
4. Reports The Clerk reported that the order had been placed for inspection of the seesaw and that litter bags had been provided for volunteer pickers on Cromer Road and Waterloo Road.
5. Planning 2023/0222  Partier, Lady Lane. There was no objection in principle to the demolition and a replacement dwelling but members felt that the design was not in keeping with other buildings in the surrounding area.

10. Millenium Car Park It was agreed that the car park surface was in need of some remedial action and the Clerk was asked to arrange this.

12. Annual Parish Meeting following advice from the Clerk it was agreed that if there was a need for an election, the APM would be on April 12th. and if no election it would be on May 10th.
