a) Public Participation The resident present contributed to a discussion on the provision of allotments.
b) Police Report No incidents had been reported in September

d) BDC Report Mr.Ward spoke of amenity provision at Broadland Country Park (Horsford) and the possible extension of Public Space Protection Orders to combat anti-social behaviour. It was proposed to extend food waste collection to all homes.

1. Apologies were received from Cllrs.Saggers, Bown and Hill and from Cllr.Roper (NCC)

2. Declarations of Interest – None

3. Minutes of the meeting on October 11th. were confirmed and signed.

4. Reports The Clerk reported that NCC had confirmed the status of “Church Lane” as a public right of way which gives right of passage on foot over private land.

5. Planning
2023/2890 Land to the west of Newton Road – Installation of solar roof panels, covered entrance and cladding. Change of use from agricultural land to provide amenity land/garden.  The Council had no objection.







2023/3119 Wheatsheaf, Newton Road – Two storey garden room.  The Council had no objection.

6. Grit Bin Hall Road The Council was given an approximate cost by the Clerk and he also read a letter from the neighbour stressing the importance of a replacement. The Clerk was instructed to purchase a replacement bin.

7. Chequers Field Letters had been received asking if the recently vacated grazing paddock could be used for a secured dog exercise/training area. This suggestion did not command support as members felt that Hainford was well provided with areas for dog exercising and that the proposal to establish allotments was a more appropriate village amenity.

8. Chequers Field Allotments Anglian Water had conducted a survey and had quoted £2,728.92+VAT to install water to the entrance to the field. This included traffic management and road closure as the main is on the west side of Stratton Road. The lead time would be at least three months. The Clerk was instructed to proceed. A quote for £1,063.00+VAT for pipework from the water meter into the field was also accepted. A new gate would be installed to the left of the entrance track. 
9. Hainford & Stratton Strawless News The Clerk read a letter from the editor giving a financial update and details of future website plans. The Council agreed to make a grant of £200.00
