2023/3869  Acorn Farm – Retention of building and change of use for processing, storage and distribution of logs.  The Council had no objection in principle but following complaints about noise the Council requested that working hours should be limited, noise levels should be monitored and as this is a retrospective application and if appropriate, noise mitigation measures should be a planning condition to ensure noise is within the legal limits and due consideration is given to neighbouring properties.
6. Chequers Field The Clerk reported that, following a complaint from a resident, he had referred the plan to create allotments to BDC and put the work for hard standing for vehicles on hold.. This had resulted in a statement that it would require a pre planning enquiry at a cost of £532.50.  The Clerk was instructed to challenge this with BDC planning and ask that they reconsider this as the land was classed as agricultural and it would be used for growing domestic crops. A member of the Council had made enquiries with BDC and passed contact details to the Clerk which could be useful.
